	Key Learning Intentions

Geography

That:

· recognise and identify British Isles both  on a map of Europe & of the world

· identify the countries which made up the British Empire at the height of its power.
· Be familiar with symbols on both physical and political maps

· Continue to develop map reading skills using co-ordinates and grid references.  

History

That:

· Understand that under Victoria the British Empire grew to become one of the most powerful empires in history.

· Place the Victorian Era in time.

· understand what life was like in the Big House and what life was like for the poor 

· Children will be familiar with routines of daily life in Victorian Ireland (www.killeanps.com/victorians.html )

Science

· Research the use of fossil fuels and attitudes to health care in Victorian times

· Look at the construction of Newry City Hall – built over the canal and discuss the engineering methods used to construct the building

·  Make a model of a 3D Victorain street.

	Activities

Cross Curricular Skills: Make predictions based on previous investigations and knowledge; draw conclusions and make comparisons from the work covered; ask appropriate questions to seek information (TSPC); demonstrate skills of working in groups; use ICT to research, select, evaluate and communicate information; 

· Use physical map of the world to label and colour major lakes, rivers and coastal seas. (place)
· Use political map of the world to label the position of the countries which made up the British Empire. Give grid references for each location. Compare with map showing countries now ruled by Britain. (Change over Time)
· Internet research to discover what daily life was like in Victorian Ireland. What was the effect of the potato famine? (Independence) 
· Research the origins of our present day school system – report back to the class providing arguments both for and against this system of education (Change over timee) 

· In groups research how the city hall was built over the river. Use the internet to find other buildings made in the same way. Decide how you will present your findings.  Choose suitable music to accompany your presentation.  Present to the rest of the class. (Interdependence)
· Discover how fossil fuels were used in the Victorian Era and the effect on the climate. Research how modern day government and environmental groups are making efforts to correct the damage to the environment caused since the industrial revolution. (Change over time)
