· Use physical map of Greece to label and colour major lakes, rivers and coastal seas. (place)
· Use political map of Greece to label the position of the towns of Athens and Sparta. Give grid references for each location

· Internet research to discover what daily life was like in Ancient Greece. What was the importance of the Forum? (Independence) 
· Research the origins of democracy – report back to the class providing arguments both for and against this system of government (Interdependence) 

· In groups research effects of a variety of buildings built by the ancient Greeks which are still standing today. Prepare a PPT slideshow on the information you have found – buildings and their locations and a brief history of each. Choose suitable music to accompany your presentation.  Present to the rest of the class. (Interdependence)
